REVIEW OF TERMS:
Columbus:  period before his arrival is pre-Columbian, impact on Native American population, thought he was in the East Indies.

Conquistadors:  ruthless Spanish conquerors of the New World.

Spanish Armada:  the Spanish navy that made it difficult for other countries to send expeditions helped to settle a number of new world coastal towns.

Lost Colony:  Roanoke Island, North Carolina sponsored by Sir Walter Raleigh disappeared in 1590.

Jamestown:  founded in 1606 funded by a joint stock company, a group of investors who bought the right to establish a colony.

Virginia Company:  was the JSC and the area around Jamestown took that name.  Almost same fate as the Roanoke Colony.

John Smith:  the colony was said to survive because of the harsh martial law imposed by Smith.  Things got so bad they suffered a starving time and some resorted to cannibalism.

Powhatan Confederacy:  the colony survived due to the help from a group o tribes the Algonquians who taught the settlers what and how to plant.

Pocahontas:  was an Algonquian who intervened on the planned execution of John Smith.  She was later kidnapped and forced to marry John Rolfe.
Tobacco:  colonists will begin planting and exporting tobacco which was a huge success in England and determine the fate of the region.

Chesapeake:  the Virginia economy resulted in a rapid expansion as new settlements sprang up and became called the Chesapeake.

Indentured Servitude:  free passage to the New World in exchange for seven years labor, sometimes received a small piece of property and the right to vote.

Separatists:  Puritan group who were appalled by the corruption of the English church and wanted to leave England.

Mayflower Compact:  agreement to create legal authority and an assembly, introduced the idea of the government using the consent of the governed.

Pilgrims:  travelers on board the Mayflower, sign the compact and create the basic legal system for the colony.

Absolutists:  believe by monarchs that consent to govern comes from God.

Squanto:  member of Pokanokets tribe who spoke English because he was captured by the English and held in prison for 7 years, served as an interpreter.

Congregationalists:  Puritans who wanted to reform the English Church.

John Winthrop:  governor of the Mass. Bay Colony who led the Puritans with who believed they had a covenant with God.  All work was to serve  the church.

Puritans and Congregationalists were intolerant of religious freedom even though the left England to experience it themselves.

Roger Williams:  a teacher in the Salem Bay settlement, controversial topics such as church and state should separate, he was banished.
Anne Hutchinson:  preached a mystical brand of Christianity that relied on direct communication with God, challenged Puritan beliefs and authority of the clergy, tried for heresy, convicted, banished.

Interregnum:  time between kings

Pequots:  inhabitants of the Connecticut Valley who resisted the English invasion.  They attacked early settlements killing 9, colonists retaliated by burning the Pequot village, killing 400.  Pequot War

Proprietary colonies were converted to royal colonies.  Ownership was taken over by the king.

Triangular Trade:  Europe Africa Americas

Middle Passage:  journey from Africa to the Americas

Seven Years War/French and Indian War is often described as salutary neglect.  Even though England governed the colonies is often turned its back on the colonists and colonial affairs.  It turned it’s back on colonies violation of trade restrictions.  As the colonists gained autonomy they revolutionary spirit began to grow.

Mercantilism:  mercantilists believed that economic power was rooted in a favorable balance of trade and the country’s control over the supply of gold.

Specie:  hard currency such as coins

Tariffs: tax on imports that compete with English goods.

Navigation Acts:  required the colonists to buy goods only from England, prohibited them from manufacturing any goods already produced by England.
Bacon’s Rebellion:  settlers who wanted to settle land west of the Virginia territory, they attacked two Indian tribes and later the Governor and burned down Jamestown because they felt the governor was using them as a human shield to the wealthier colonists.

Salem Witch Trials:  1692 hyseria

King Philip’s War:  one of the bloodiest English/Native American conflicts.  The Pokanokets/Wmpanoags felt the English were surrounding them and forcing them to follow English culture and religion.  Their leader led attacks on the settlements as retaliation.

Stono Rebellion:  the first and most successful slave rebellion.  20 slaves met near the Stono River with stolen guns and ammunition.  Killed storekeepers and planters and liberated slaves.  They fled to Florida where many were captured or killed.

Glorious Revolution:  when this took place in England James II was overthrown and replaced with William and Mary.  Mass. became a new colony under the new monarchs and suffrage was extended to all Protestants which weakened the Puritan strength.

Evangelism:  preaching of Christianity with emotion and spirituality used after the First Great Awakening.  Religious revivialism.
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
